"Lucky Dragons" and "Sumi Ink Club" are the two primarily collaborative projects facilitated by Los 
Angeles-based artists Luke Fischbeck and Sarah Rara. Both projects rely heavily on participation, 
openly engaging audiences and passersby in the creation of the artwork.

The Lucky Dragons performance piece "Make A Baby" (2005-ongoing) builds a fragile network of 
digital signals connected by touching on the skin. Sumi Ink Club is an ongoing investigation into the 
use of collaborative drawing and pattern-making as a means to open and fortify social interactions 
that bleed into everyday life. An important aspect of both of these projects is the publishing and 
distribution of multiples, in the form of books, recordings, and posters, low-cost and widely accessible 
to the public. With participation ranging from the intense intimacy of two people to the public 
spectacle of several thousand people, to the internet's infinite capacity for exchange, at the heart of 
it all is playing together--building up social collectivities in both public and private spaces, and re-
engaging, with wonder, the technologies that connect us. 

Fischbeck and Rara have presented interactive performances and installations in a wide variety of 
contexts--including the Smithsonian's Hirshorn Museum and Sculpture Garden, the Whitney 
Museum of American Art (as part of the 2008 Whitney Biennial), The Kitchen and PS1 in New 
York, the Walker Art Center in Minneapolis, REDCAT and LACMA in Los Angeles, Frankfurt's Schirn 
Kunsthalle, ICA London, ICA Philadelphia, and the Centre Georges Pompidou in Paris. In 
addition, they have been adjunct faculty and guest lecturers at such institutions as the Stanford 
University (CCRMA), University of Iowa, University of California Santa Cruz, California Institute 
of the Arts (CalArts), Portland State University, Brown University, Emerson College (Boston, MA), 
Oberlin College, UCLA, UCSB, Ecole Estienne (Paris, France), Maryland Institute College of Art, 
IAMAS (Ogaki, Japan), The Royal Danish Academy of Fine Arts, and The Danish Institute for 
Electronic Music (DIEM). Fischbeck holds a BA from Harvard University in Visual and Environmental 
Studies, and an MA from Brown University in Music; Rara (Anderson) holds a BA from Brown 
University in Comparative Literature.
